Purpose: As a community of women created in the 
image of God, called to discipleship in Jesus Christ, and 
empowered by the Holy Spirit, we commit ourselves to 
grow in faith, affirm our gifts, support one another in 
our calling, engage in ministry and action, and promote 
healing and wholeness in the Church, the society, and 
the world.

First Lutheran Church Women (FLCW) consists of 
women members of the church, and all are encouraged 
and welcome to participate in meetings and activities.

In 2009, general meetings took place either the first or 
second Thursday of the month at noon, with a luncheon 
served and followed by special music and an inspirational 
program. Exceptions to this schedule were: A salad supper 
held in May, with a program on the history of the apron 
by Kathy Barth called “Tied to the Apron Strings”; an 
evening supper in September with the introduction of 
a Bible study based on Paul’s Letter to the Romans, led 
by Pastor John Christopherson; and a birthday party for 
Jesus held in December with special music by Angelic, a 
women’s singing group, followed by dessert.

Other programs presented throughout the year 
included: 
• Praise Kids Garden, a school and home for children in 

Bangladesh, by Christi Johnson, missionary teacher
• A Peek at Homelessness by Melanie Bliss, Sioux Falls 

Homeless Coalition
• Going Green by Craig Spencer, Dept. of Biology, 

Augustana College
• In the Promised Land—Israel, by Pastor Jim and 

Dorothy Christopherson
• LIZWAN and the Lutheran Church of Colombia by 

Pastor Nate
• Woman to Woman Program at the South Dakota 

Women’s Prison in Pierre by Sharon Starks, Volunteer.

Eleven Circles met monthly for Bible study and 
fellowship. During June and August, Bible studies 
were led by Donna Willadsen and Wanda Helgager, 
respectively. Each month circle members visited other 
women of First Lutheran who live in nursing homes. 
FLCW continued to serve food at funerals that took place 
at FLC.

Stewardship projects for 2009 included: 
• Gifts of 884 quilts, 39 lap robes, 108 layettes, 85 health 

kits, 55 sewing kits and 50 midwife kits.  

Other events and fundraisers: The Christmas Party 
offering was given to Union Gospel Mission. FLCW 
continued to sponsor media telecasts on Mother’s Day 
and the Sunday between Christmas and New Years. The 
Women served Genesis Café in April and November. In 
February, FLCW hosted a Waffle Breakfast as a fundraiser 
which resulted in a $1,000 donation to the FLC Smoke 
Detection System Fund. FLCW’s annual November 
bazaar produced $50,500 from the sale of baked goods, 
lefse, sweets, linens, antiques, crafts, used books and attic 
treasures to name a few. Distributions were made to 40 
different missions, totaling $38,700, with $6,700 held for 
mission work throughout 2010. Please refer to page 32 for 
details.

FLCW members attended spring and fall Crossroads 
Conference meetings, as well as a state Women of the 
Evangelical Lutheran Church of America (WELCA) 
meeting in Mitchell in June.

In 2009, Lutheran Men in Mission (LMM) organized 
a number of events. The annual Valentine Breakfast 
took place on Saturday, Feb. 14. The speaker was Uncle 
Torvald, better known to the congregation as Bob 
Johnson. He was preceded by a “Name That Tune” 
contest conducted by Ken Kessinger. 

At a quarterly meeting on Jan. 24, David Nelson, 
the retired States Attorney for Minnehaha County, 
gave a talk on the duties of that office, supplemented 
by examples from several interesting cases that he 
prosecuted. 

The fall kickoff featuring contests and games took place 
in Reformation Hall on Oct. 10. The contests were 
followed by a late morning brunch in the Gathering 
Room. 

LMM sponsored two golf tournaments at the Willow Run 
Golf Course, one in June and one in early September.

Lutheran Men in Mission took part in a variety of 
volunteer opportunities as well: 
They helped to prepare for the annual First Lutheran 
Church Bazaar on Saturday, Nov. 7. During the bazaar, 
they manned the parking lots, served as greeters and 
worked in the kitchen. 

During 2009, the LMM parking crews worked the First 
Lutheran parking lot during 40 Washington Pavilion 

events and raised $7,800. They assisted at 20 other events 
raising $4,666. The income from parking fees totaled 
$12,466. 

Men from LMM assisted the Salvation Army in its Toy 
Town distribution of toys before Christmas. Several of 
the men also were drivers for Project Car. The men in the 
carpenter and maintenance shop continued to perform 
invaluable tasks in improving the church building and 
providing technical assistance when needed. Notably, 
they pulled a lot of wire during the installation of the 
smoke detection system. LMM volunteers continued 
the Recycling Project, collecting valuable scrap metal. 
Money from the sale of the scrap metal was directed to 
the capital campaign.
